COURSE DESCRIPTION GUIDE
The courses offered at Boiling Springs High School prepare our graduates for successful post secondary experiences. A
high school diploma is the basic preparation for the increasingly complex world of work. Students who complete a
course of study at Swofford Career Center may be placed on a job immediately upon graduation. However, most other
career choices require training beyond high school in technical school or college. Therefore, it is imperative that
students not only meet basic graduation requirements, but also explore and develop his/her academic potential with the
future in mind. This guide has been prepared to help students and their parents make the best decisions concerning
course selection for the coming year. All students are encouraged to select courses beyond the basic requirements.
Students should read the guide thoroughly in order to find courses that are appropriate, challenging, and interesting.

PLANNING YOUR EDUCATION
The counselors assist students in planning their program of studies based on goals set by students and parents. They also
help students re-assess their goals based on their motivation, success in courses, results of standardized tests, and
changing interests. Selecting an academic or technically oriented program requires careful planning and investigation.
Much information is given to the student to assist in making wise choices. Periodically, teachers work with students
concerning grades and absences. Counselors invite and encourage parents to communicate with them as often as
necessary to assure a truly cooperative effort on behalf of their student. Please be aware that students must often make
difficult choices when registering for AP and Fine Arts courses. Typically, it is not possible to schedule all of the
courses a student wishes to take in these two areas.

1. Repeat the course in summer school.
2. Repeat the class the following year. (Only one English course per year is permitted.)
3. Enroll in 2 English classes in 12th grade with permission from the principal.

SCHEDULE CHANGE POLICY

Schedule change requests can be made for the following reasons:

1. Course(s) failed and needed for graduation.
2. Failure in the first course in a sequential program such as Spanish I prior to Spanish II.
3. Computer/Administration error resulting in student not getting courses requested.

STUDENTS MAY NOT WITHDRAW FROM CLASSES.

GUIDELINES FOR STUDENT PARTICIPATION
IN A COLLEGE PREPARATORY CURRICULUM

A student who chooses to participate in a college preparatory curriculum should meet three of the following
four criteria to enroll in the program:

1. Score standard or above on all areas of the latest HSAP
2. Achieve an overall average of 85 or better on all subjects being taken the current year;
3. Teacher recommendations;
4. Maintain a cumulative yearly average of at least a “C” to remain in the program the succeeding year.

Should a student fail to meet the above criterion, he/she may be enrolled in college preparatory courses upon written
parental request directed to the school principal.
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LANGUAGE ARTS

PLACEMENT IN ENGLISH CLASSES IS BY TEACHER RECOMMENDATION BASED ON TEST SCORES
AND GRADES. PARENTS WHO DISAGREE WITH THE PLACEMENT SHOULD HAVE A CONFERENCE
WITH THEIR STUDENT'S ENGLISH TEACHER PRIOR TO REQUESTING A CHANGE IN PLACEMENT.

ENGLISH II TP
GRADE: 10
1 UNIT

English II is devoted to a study of English grammar, usage, punctuation, vocabulary and literature. Also included in this
course are theme writing and supplementary reading. The literature, which is chosen from a selection of world authors,
emphasizes reading, comprehension, and interpretation of these works. Theme writing and activities are to increase the
student's vocabulary are also components in the study of literature.

ENGLISH II CP
GRADE: 10
1 UNIT

English II CP is a study of English grammar, usage, punctuation, vocabulary, and literature on an advanced level.
Extensive theme writing, independent supplementary reading, and oral reports are given special emphasis. A major part
of this course is the study of composition, especially the paragraph, which includes activities to improve the student's
style of writing. Emphasis is placed on the study of literature from selections of world authors. The study places
emphasis on reading, comprehension, and interpretation of these works on an advanced level. Many compositions are
required, and an extensive study of vocabulary is included in this advanced course.

ENGLISH III TP
GRADE: 11
1 UNIT

English III TP gives students a practical course in grammar, vocabulary building, composition, and literature. Reading
comprehension skills and interpretation of works is the core of the literature study. Writing skills are addressed through
grammar and mechanics practice, writing essays, practice writing, desktop publishing, and a research unit. Self-selected
books from the carts provided by the Media center enhance reading comprehension and give students choice in what
they read.

ENGLISH III CP
GRADE: 11
1 UNIT
PREREQUISITE: ENGLISH II

This course is designed to prepare students for college English, in addition to giving them a practical course in grammar,
vocabulary building, and composition. Emphasis is put on the mechanics of composition by assigning specific types of
writing to include themes, essays, analytical criticisms, a research paper, etc. American Literature is the main course of
study during the year; however, (students can choose a concentration on Southern Literature or the Jazz
Age/Harlem Renaissance.) Both courses meet the English III CP requirement.
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ENGLISH III HONORS
GRADE: 10
1 UNIT
PREREQUISITE: ENGLISH II HONORS, B AVERAGE, AND TEACHER RECOMMENDATION

All students entering Honors and AP courses in English will be required to complete an individual study project under
the direction of the course instructor. The project will consist of a variety of reading and writing assignments. English III
Honors is designed for students who have exhibited proficiency in composition and literature. Emphasis is placed on
various types of composition in conjunction with a survey of American Literature. Vocabulary enrichment and the
development of higher-level thinking skills will also be emphasized.

ENGLISH IV TP
GRADE: 12
1 UNIT
PREREQUISITE: ENGLISH III (COMMUNICATION FOR THE TECHNOLOGIES I)

This course encompasses a comprehensive review of grammar with emphasis placed on the application of grammar
skills to writing and speaking. Besides providing a final and extensive study of grammar rules, the course stresses
vocabulary and exposes the student to the most renowned English authors and their works as well as a research paper.
The course will receive college prep (CP) credit.

ENGLISH IV CP
GRADE: 12
1 UNIT
PREREQUISITE: ENGLISH III

This course stresses the writing process and the incorporation of grammar and usage skills needed for college
Composition includes expository and essay writing as well as a research paper. British Literature is the main course of
study; however, students can choose a concentration of Renaissance/Shakespeare and works of Victorian Age/the Novel.

ENGLISH IV HONORS
GRADE: 11
1 UNIT
PREREQUISITE: ENGLISH III (H), B AVERAGE, TEACHER RECOMMENDATION

All students entering Honors or AP courses in English will be required to complete an individual study project under the
direction of the course instructor. The project will consist of a variety of reading and writing assignments. This course is
an option for students who have completed English II Honors but elect to wait until their senior year to enter an AP
course. A British Literature survey and an extensive emphasis on composition skills will be primary components of the
course.

ADVANCED LANGUAGE AND COMPOSITION HONOR S
FIRST SEMESTER*
GRADES: 11-12
1 UNIT
PREREQUISITE: HONORS PROGRAM, B AVERAGE, AND TEACHER APPROVAL

Advanced Composition will be a prerequisite for the Language and Composition Advanced Placement Course. It will
focus on perfecting writing techniques through analysis and explication of a variety of literary works.
* If a student withdraws from class at the end of the first semester, he/she will receive CP credit for the course.
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ENGLISH AP LANGUAGE AND COMPOSITION HONORS
SECOND SEMESTER
GRADES: 11- 12
1 UNIT
PREREQUISITE: HONORS PROGRAM, B AVERAGE AND TEACHER APPROVAL

Offered in alternate years to Advanced Placement Literature and Composition, this course leads to the College Board
Advanced Placement Examination in May. Advanced writing techniques will be developed as students concentrate on
various World Literature assignments. Each student will be required to take the AP test in the spring.

BROADCASTING I
GRADES: 10-12
1 ELECTIVE UNIT
PREREQUISITE: SUCCESSFUL COMPLETION OF ENGLISH I, WITH “C OR BETTER” AND INSTUCTOR
APPROVAL
Broadcasting I is designed to familiarize students with the broadcast journalism field. Emphasis is given to news
writing/reporting, interviewing skills, advertising, film study, radio announcing and mass media. It also includes the
history of media genres and a study of the media’s impact on social trends. This introductory course is geared to
broadcasting journalism; however, many of the same principles apply to print journalism as well. It is appropriate for
the students interested in the field of broadcasting which includes careers like reporter, news anchor, DJ, advertising
specialist, marketing analyst and many more.

BROADCASTING II
GRADES: 11-12
1 ELECTIVE UNIT
PREREQUISITE: SUCCESSFUL COMPLETION OF BROADCASTING I “C OR BETTER” AND INSTUCTOR
APPROVAL

Broadcasting II is a continuation of Broadcasting I, with emphasis on student video production.

BROADCASTING III
GRADE: 11-12
1 ELECTIVE UNIT
PREREQUISITE: SUCCESSFUL COMPLETION OF BROADCASTING I AND II and TEACHER APPROVAL

Broadcasting III is a continuation of Broadcasting II and I.

BROADCASTING IV
GRADE: 11-12
1 ELECTIVE UNIT
PREREQUISITE: SUCCESSFUL COMPLETION OF BROADCASTING I AND II, and III and TEACHER
APPROVAL

Broadcasting IV is a continuation of Broadcasting III, II, and I. These students are members of the Executive
Productions Staff.

BROADCASTING V
GRADE: 12
1 ELECTIVE UNIT
PREREQUISITE: SUCCESSFUL COMPLETION OF BROADCASTING I AND II, III and IV and TEACHER
APPROVAL
Broadcasting V is a continuation of Broadcasting IV, III, II, and I. This course is offered to seniors only. These students
are members of the Executive Productions Staff.
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JOURNALISM I
GRADES: 10-11
1 ELECTIVE UNIT
PREREQUISITE: B AVERAGE IN ENGLISH, WRITING SAMPLE IS REQUIRED, INSTRUCTOR APPROVAL

This course is designed as an elective in grades 10 and 11 for capable students who desire an opportunity to gain
competence in journalism. Emphasis will be placed on writing in a "journalistic" style. Various elements of newspaper
construction and design will be emphasized. The yearbook, literary magazine, television production, photography
composition, and public relations will be studied.

JOURNALISM II /NEWSPAPER PRODUCTION I
GRADES: 11-12
1 ELECTIVE UNIT
PREREQUISITE: B AVERAGE IN ENGLISH, JOURNALISM I, INSTRUCTOR APPROVAL

This course is designed for students who want a second year in newspaper production. In this part of the program,
students will improve and refine their journalistic writing abilities and will produce a minimum of four school
newspapers. Students will write, design, layout, and edit all four editions.

NEWSPAPER PRODUCTION II
GRADES: 11-12
1 ELECTIVE UNIT
PREREQUISITE: AN 85 AVERAGE IN JOURNALISM II AND TEACHER RECOMMENDATION

This course is reserved for students with exceptional journalistic skills. This course will be taken concurrently with
Journalism as well as Newspaper Production.

NEWSPAPER PRODUCTION III
GRADES: 11-12
1 ELECTIVE UNIT
PREREQUISITE: AN 85 AVERAGE IN NEWSPAPER PRODUCTION II AND TEACHER RECOMMENDATION

This course is reserved for serious journalism students who demonstrate exceptional journalistic skills. This course will
be taken concurrently with Journalism as well as Newspaper Production.

NEWSPAPER PRODUCTION IV
GRADES: 11-12
1 ELECTIVE UNIT
PREREQUISITE: AN 85 AVERAGE IN NEWSPAPER PRODUCTION III AND TEACHER RECOMMENDATION

Only very serious journalism students who plan to major in this area in college should enroll in this course. Again, it
will be taken concurrently with Journalism as well as Newspaper Production.

YEARBOOK PRODUCTION I
GRADES: 10-12
1 ELECTIVE UNIT
PREREQUISITE: RECOMMENDATION OF THE TEACHER

This course offers students displaying advanced writing skills the opportunity to design, write, edit and publish the
school yearbook.
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YEARBOOK PRODUCTION II
GRADES: 10-12
1 ELECTIVE UNIT
PREREQUISITE: YEARBOOK PRODUCTION I AND RECOMMENDATION OF THE TEACHER

This course is designed for talented students who want a second course in yearbook production. Students will improve
and refine their writing, photography and production skills as they publish the school yearbook.

YEARBOOK PRODUCTION III
GRADES: 10-12
1 ELECTIVE UNIT
PREREQUISITE: YEARBOOK PRODUCTION II AND RECOMMENDATION OF THE TEACHER

This course is reserved for serious students who demonstrate exceptional yearbook production skills.

YEARBOOK PRODUCTION IV
GRADES: 11-12
1 ELECTIVE UNIT
PREREQUISITE: YEARBOOK PRODUCTION III AND RECOMMENDATION OF THE TEACHER

This course is for accomplished students who demonstrate mastery of yearbook production skills.

CREATIVE WRITING I
GRADES: 10-12
1 ELECTIVE UNIT

Creative Writing I is an elective course offering the students an opportunity to improve writing skills largely through
writing poetry and fiction. (Short fiction includes writing of a short story.) The students will keep written journals and
work with other students small group projects, analyze and create scenes from various movies, and read and analyze
plays to reconstruct scenes. They will be expected to work in small groups and work cooperatively in small groups and
share works aloud with the class.

CREATIVE WRITING II
GRADES: 10-12
1 ELECTIVE UNIT
PREREQUISITE: CREATIVE WRITING I, AND TEACHER RECOMMENDATION

Creative Writing II is an extension of Creative Writing I. Students in this class will also write prose and poetry with
first year students. In addition, they will serve as mentors to students in Creative Writing I. Finally; they will contract
for additional work.

PUBLIC SPEAKING
GRADES: 10-12
1 ELECTIVE UNIT

This course is designed for all students who desire to become better communicators. Students will be required to
practice interview skills, verbal and nonverbal communication skills, impromptu and prepared speeches as well as other
speech projects related to real life situations. The course is designed to meet the needs of students who will become
tomorrow’s business and social leaders.

MYTHOLOGY AND RELIGIOUS LITERATURE
GRADES: 11-12
1 ELECTIVE UNIT

This course is recommended for students interested in the major Greek and Roman mythologies. It will explore their
religious/literary influences on Western Literature.
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RESEARCH FOR SCHOOL AND COMMUNITY
GRADES: 11-12
1 ELECTIVE UNIT
PREREQUISITE: ENGLISH III, B AVERAGE AND INSTRUCTOR’S APPROVAL

All students entering the Research for School and Community must be able to work as a group as well as be able to
complete individual research assignments. This course stresses application of grammar, writing, speaking, research, and
interviews to construct an approved community interest project. Students must demonstrate a proficiency in mechanics,
composition, research and technology. Students will devote time outside the normal school day to complete this course.
First semester students will design and begin research for the project while second semester students continue research

and finalize construction for the project.

LITERATURE OF SOUTH CAROLINA
GRADES: 11-12
1 ELECTIVE UNIT

Students will study the lives and literary works of prominent South Carolina authors to understand the rich culture of our
state. Authors will include Pat Conroy, John Jakes, James Dickey, Sue Monk Kidd, Mickey Spillane, Dubose Heyward,
Doris Sanders, and others.

SHAKESPEARE ALIVE
GRADES: 11-12
1 ELECTIVE UNIT

This English elective taught by Mr. Pack is open to all students who are interested in a fun and informative class about
the greatest author of all times. The class will focus on understanding Shakespeare’s plays by reviewing some you have
read and introducing you to some unfamiliar ones. We will view movies of both modern and classical adaptations of his
plays, and we will read and perform some excerpts. We will also learn more about his life and times, and research the
authenticity of his works.

FILM LITERATURE
GRADES: 11-12
1 ELECTIVE UNIT
PREREQUISITE: MUST HAVE PASSED ENGLISH II WITH A “C” OR BETTER AND PARENTAL APPROVAL
IS REQUIRED FOR THIS COURSE

Film Literature is a non-traditional in-depth study of both classic and modern plays, novels, and short stories through the
visual medium of film. Students will watch and analyze videos and film to gain a better understanding of the literature
presented. PARENT APPROVAL IS REQUIRED FOR THIS COURSE.
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FOREIGN LANGUAGES

TWO UNITS IN THE SAME FOREIGN LANGUAGE ARE REQUIRED FOR ENTRANCE INTO A STATE
SUPPORTED COLLEGE OR UNIVERSITY. (THREE ARE RECOMMENDED; CLEMSON AND COLLEGE
OF CHARLESTON REQUIRE THREE)

FRENCH I CP
GRADE: 10
1 UNIT

French I with emphasis primarily on listening, speaking, basic writing, and reading, introduces basic speech patterns and
grammatical structures, while acquainting students with various facets of French culture. Language tapes help develop
skills in the use of the language.

FRENCH II CP
GRADES: 10-12
1 UNIT
PREREQUISITE: FRENCH I WITH A ‘C’ OR BETTER AVERAGE

French II continues the study of fundamental speaking patterns, grammatical structures, and reading skills on an
elementary level. Emphasis is on the oral and written aspects of the language with the aid of supplementary materials
such as readers, tapes, records, films, and magazines.

FRENCH III CP
GRADES: 10-12
1 UNIT
PREREQUISITE: FRENCH II WITH A ‘C’ OR BETTER AVERAGE

French III is an advanced course for CP students. It includes a study of the French culture and literature as well as
intensive practice in speaking and writing the language.

FRENCH III HONORS
GRADES: 11-12
1 UNIT
PREREQUISITE: FRENCH II WITH A ‘90’ OR HIGHER AVERAGE AND A TEACHER RECOMMENDATION

French III is an advanced course. It includes studies in French culture and literature and practice in speaking and in
writing the language. The course, somewhat flexible, offers an opportunity for independent study.

FRENCH IV CP
GRADES: 11-12
1 UNIT
PREREQUISITE: FRENCH III CP WITH A ‘C’ OR BETTER AVERAGE AND TEACHER RECOMMENDATION

French IV is a one-semester course that seeks to help students continue in their process of speaking, reading, writing &
listening to French.

ITALIAN FOR BEGINNERS
GRADES: 10-11
1 UNIT

This course is an introductory course to basic conversational Italian. Italian culture, history, geography, and literature
will be explored.
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SPANISH I CP
GRADE: 10
1 UNIT

Spanish I is a course in basic conversational Spanish and grammar basics and the present tense. Four approaches are
used: listening, speaking, writing, and reading, with the aid of tapes, and guided practice.

SPANISH II CP
GRADES: 10-12
1 UNIT
PREREQUISITE: SPANISH I WITH A ‘C’ OR BETTER AVERAGE

Spanish II is an elementary course in Spanish. The study of the language consists of a review and follow-up of Spanish I
with additional grammar. The course aims for more proficiency in the use of the language. Vocabulary expansion will be
required. Extensive verb tenses plus other grammatical structures will be covered.

SPANISH II ADVANCED
GRADES: 10-12
1 UNIT

This is for students who have had a full year of Spanish I at the Ninth Grade Campus and/or students who have has 1
semester of Spanish I at BSHS. Student must have a 90 average in Spanish I/and or teacher recommendation.
Advanced proficiency in language use with extensive verb tenses and communication.

SPANISH III CP
GRADES: 10-12
1 UNIT
PREREQUISITE: SPANISH II WITH A ‘C’ OR BETTER AVERAGE

Spanish III is an advanced course in Spanish. Extensive practice in speaking and writing Spanish is the main emphasis.
Spanish culture is expanded and literature is introduced.
SPANISH III HONORS
GRADES: 11-12
1 UNIT
PREREQUISITE: SPANISH II WITH A ‘B’ OR HIGHER AVERAGE AND A TEACHER RECOMMENDATION

Spanish III is an advanced course in Spanish. Spanish literature is introduced as well as the subjunctive mood. The
remaining basic grammar is included. With an increasing vocabulary, the student is able to speak the language more
fluently and to read Spanish with greater comprehension at the conclusion of the course.

SPANISH IV CP
GRADES: 10-11
1 UNIT
PREREQUISITE: SPANISH III WITH A ‘C’ OR BETTER AVERAGE AND TEACHER RECOMMENDATION

Spanish IV is a one-semester course that seeks to help students continue in their progress of speaking, reading, writing,
and listening to Spanish. Advanced structures and concepts are emphasized, and activities center around helping
students to express themselves creatively in Spanish.
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SPANISH IV HONORS/AP
GRADE: 12
1 UNIT
THIS IS A TWO SEMESTER COURSE.
PREREQUISITE: AN 86 AVERAGE IN SPANISH III

Spanish IV is an intensive course emphasizing the elements of fluent Spanish speech and writing. The course stresses
development of thinking and communicative skills in the target language. Literature and culture are used for vocabulary
building and grammar reinforcement. The course is intended for college credit. All students enrolled in this course must
take the AP test.

GERMAN I
GRADES: 10-12
1 UNIT

German I is a course in basic conversational German and grammar basics. Four approaches are used; listening,
speaking, writing, and reading. CD’s and videos featuring German students in natural setting expose students to
authenticate speech and usage.

GERMAN II CP
GRADES: 10-12
1 UNIT
PREREQUISITE: GERMAN I WITH A ‘C’ OR BETTER AVERAGE

German II continues the study of fundamental speaking patterns, grammatical structures, and reading skills on an
elementary level. Emphasis is on the oral and written aspects of the language with the aid of supplementary materials
such as readers, tapes, records, films, and magazines.
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MATHEMATICS

FOUR UNITS IN MATH ARE REQUIRED FOR GRADUATION.

ALGEBRA FOR THE TECH I
GRADES: 9-10
1 UNIT
PREREQUISITE: PREALGEBRA

Algebra for the Technologies I is designed for students planning to attend a technical institution or planning to enter the
job market directly after graduation. This course will interest many students because of its use of hands-on activities
that are included in classroom routines. It includes topics from algebra and geometry with more emphasis being placed
on the application of math concepts from the technical aspect and problem solving. This course is intended to bring real
life situations into the classroom and allow students to experience math in the world today.

ALGEBRA FOR THE TECH II
GRADES: 10-11
1 UNIT
PREREQUISITE: ALGEBRA FOR THE TECH I

This course is a continuation of Algebra for the Technologies I, continuing to prepare the student for a technical
education. Many more algebra topics are discovered through many hands-on activities as well as working with
computer spreadsheets, graphics, statistics, quality assurance and process control. Algebra for the Technologies I and II
will be considered equivalent to Algebra I. The Algebra I End of Course exam will be given and will count 20% of the
final grade.

ALGEBRA I CP
GRADES: 9-10
1 UNIT
PREREQUISITE: PREALGEBRA WITH AT LEAST AN ‘80’ AVERAGE AND MEET THE GUIDELINES
FOR PARTICIPATION IN THE COLLEGE PREPARATORY COURSES.

Algebra I CP covers topics required for those students planning to enter college or technical school after graduation.
Students will study the properties of the real number system, order of operations, performing the basic operations with
integers and rational numbers, solving linear equations and factoring polynomials, simplifying absolute value
expressions, solving absolute value equations, and working with ratios and proportions. In addition to mastering the
above concepts through computational skills, students will apply their knowledge of each through problem solving. It
is recommended that you purchase a T1-84 plus graphing calculator.

GEOMETRY FOR THE TECH III
GRADES: 11-12
1 UNIT
PREREQUISITE: ALGEBRA FOR TECH I & TECH II

This course is designed for students planning to go to a technical college or for students planning to enter the job market
directly after graduation. Included are topics from geometry with algebra applications such as similar and congruent
triangles, parallel lines, quadrilaterals, right triangle relationships, trigonometric functions, and formulas involving
shapes in two and three dimensions. This course is intended to bring real world geometry problems into a classroom
setting.
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GEOMETRY CP
GRADES: 10-11
1 UNIT
PREREQUISITE: A STUDENT MUST HAVE COMPLETED ALGEBRA I WITH A ‘C’ AVERAGE OR ALGEBRA
FOR THE TECH (I AND II) WITH AN ‘A’ AVERAGE AND MUST MEET THE GUIDELINES FOR STUDENT
PARTICIPATION IN THE COLLEGE PREPARATORY CURRICULUM.

Geometry CP is a college preparatory course for students who are planning to enter college or technical school after
graduation. Euclidean geometry is the use of undefined terms, defined terms, postulates, and theorems to formulate the
study of plane and space geometric concepts. Angle relationships, parallel lines and planes, perpendicular lines,
congruent triangles, similar polygons, circles, areas of polygons, volumes of solids, and area of circles are the main
subjects of emphasis. The design of this course is to strengthen the students’ ability to reason both inductively and
deductively by proving and applying theorems, and definitions and postulates. It is recommended that you purchase a
T1-84 plus graphing calculator.

GEOMETRY HONORS
GRADE: 10
1 UNIT
PREREQUISITE: A STUDENT MUST HAVE COMPLETED HONORS ALGEBRA I AND II WITH AN
AVERAGE OF 85 OR HIGHER AND HAVE TEACHER RECOMMENDATION. IN ADDITION, THE
GUIDELINES FOR PARTICIPATION IN THE HONORS CURRICULUM MUST BE MET.

Geometry Honors focuses on strengthening the students’ ability to reason deductively through problem solving. All
topics covered in Geometry CP will also be covered in Geometry Honors but in much more depth. In addition, area and
volume of solids will also be covered. The students enrolled in this course should be those who are planning to proceed
into Precalculus Honors. It is recommended that you purchase a T1-84 plus graphing calculator.

ALGEBRA II CP
GRADES: 10-12
1 UNIT
PREREQUISITE: A STUDENT MUST HAVE COMPLETED ALGEBRA I CP AND GEOMETRY CP WITH AT
LEAST AN 80 AVERAGE AND MUST MEET THE GUIDELINES FOR STUDENT PARTICIPATION IN THE
COLLEGE PREPARATORY CURRICULUM.

Algebra II is a college preparatory subject designed for students who are planning to enter college or technical school
after graduation. Algebra II is a more penetrating study and extension of Algebra I. Subjects studied in Algebra I are
intensified. Emphasis is also placed upon quadratic functions and relations, exponential functions, inequalities,
graphing, complex numbers, and problem solving. It is recommended that you purchase a T1-84 plus graphing
calculator.

ALGEBRA II HONORS
GRADES: 9-10
1 UNIT
PREREQUISITE: A STUDENT MUST HAVE COMPLETED ALGEBRA I (H) AND GEOMETRY (H) WITH AN
AVERAGE OF 85 OR HIGHER AND HAVE TEACHER RECOMENDATION. IN ADDITION, THE GUIDELINES
FOR PARTICIPATION IN THE HONORS CURRICULUM MUST BE MET.

This course is designed for students planning to proceed into Precalculus (H). All topics covered in Algebra II (CP) will
be covered in Algebra II (H) but in greater depth. In addition, sequences, series, permutations, combinations,
probability, and problem solving will be among the important concepts. Much emphasis will be placed on graphing and
understanding the meaning of functions and their graphs. It is recommended that you purchase a T1-84 plus graphing
calculator.
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PRECALCULUS CP
GRADES: 11-12
1 UNIT
PREREQUISITE: GEOMETRY AND ALGEBRA II WITH AT LEAST AN 80 AVERAGE AND MUST MEET THE
GUIDELINES FOR PARTICIPATION IN THE COLLEGE PREPARATORY CURRICULUM.

Precalculus CP is designed for those students preparing for college. The student will be prepared to enter Calculus CP.
It gives the student an in depth study of trigonometry. This includes the basic right triangle trigonometry, the wrapping

function and the unit circle, using and proving identities, graphs and applications. Algebra and geometry concepts are
integrated into the course as vectors, parametric equations, and the polar coordinate system is studied. In addition, the
polynomial, exponential, logarithmic, rational and radical functions will be studied in depth. Discrete mathematics,
matrices, along with probability and statistics, will be introduced. It is recommended that you purchase a T1-84 plus
graphing calculator.

PRECALCULUS A HONORS
GRADES: 11-12
1 ELECTIVE UNIT
PREREQUISITE: A STUDENT MUST HAVE COMPLETED ALGEBRA I (H), GEOMETRY (H), ALGEBRA II
(H), WITH AN AVERAGE OF 85 OR HIGHER AND HAVE A TEACHER RECOMMENDATION. IN ADDITION,
THE GUIDELINES FOR PARTICIPATION IN THE HONORS CURRICULUM MUST BE MET.

Precalculus A (H), along with Precalculus B (H), is designed to prepare students to enter Calculus AP. This course will
be devoted to trigonometry as students study the wrapping function, the right triangle interpretation of the unit circle,
solving trigonometric equations and inequalities, proving identities, and graphing the trigonometric functions by
transformations and by using graphing calculators and computers. In addition to the trigonometric topics, students will
develop a strong understanding of vectors, polar coordinate system with conic sections, parametric equations, and their
graphs. Since much emphasis will be placed on graphing, it is required that each student has a graphing calculator. It is
recommended that you purchase a T1-84 plus graphing calculator.

PRECALCULUS B HONORS
GRADES: 11-12
1 UNIT
PREREQUISITE: A STUDENT MUST HAVE COMPLETED ALGEBRA I (H), GEOMETRY (H), ALGEBRA II (H)
AND PRECALCULUS A HONORS WITH AN 85 OR ABOVE AVERAGE AND MUST MEET THE GUIDELINES
FOR PARTICIPATION IN THE HONORS CURRICULUM

Mathematical Analysis (H), along with Trigonometry (H), is designed to prepare students to enter Calculus AP. This
course will explore many of the algebraic functions using technology. In addition to the advanced study of the
polynomial, exponential, rational, radical, and logarithmic functions, the student will develop a strong knowledge of
such topics as end behavior, increasing and decreasing intervals, maximum and minimum values, asymptotes, and many
other graphing concepts. Other concepts such as matrices, solving systems of equations (linear and non-linear), and
inequalities, probability and statistics, and Cramer’s rule will be covered thoroughly. An introduction into the study of
calculus will be covered with emphasis placed on limits and continuity. Since much emphasis is placed on graphing, it
is required that each student have a graphing calculator. It is recommended that you purchase a T1-84 plus graphing
calculator.
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STATISTICS CP
GRADE: 12
1 UNIT
PREREQUISITES: SUCCESSFUL COMPLETION OF ALGEBRA I AND II CP, GEOMETRY CP

Statistics CP will cover topics required for students planning to enter college after graduation. Students will study
measures of central tendency and variation, regression and correlation, elementary probability theory, binominal
probability distribution, normal distribution, and sampling distributions. It is recommended that you purchase a T1-84
plus graphing calculator.

STATISTICS HONORS
GRADES: 11-12
1 UNIT
PREREQUISITES: SUCCESSFUL COMPLETION OF ALGEBRA I (H), GEOMETRY (H), AND ALGEBRA II (H)

Students will study topics listed in Statistics CP, plus confidence intervals hypothesis testing, Chi square, and Analysis
of Variance (ANOVA). A T1-84 plus graphing calculator is required.

STATISTICS FOR TECH IV
GRADES: 11-12
1 UNIT
PREREQUISITE: SUCCESSFUL COMPLETION OF ALGEBRA FOR THE TECHNOLOGIES I AND II AND
GEOMETRY FOR TECH III

This course is designed for students planning to attend a technical college or enter the job market immediately after
graduation. Students will learn to explore and interpret data from surveys and simulations. This class explores
industrial use of statistical data. Box plots, standard deviation, and histograms are some of the concepts studied. This
course will also review algebra skills needed for future math classes. A scientific calculator is required for this course.

DIFFERENTIAL CALCULUS CP
GRADE: 12
1 UNIT
PREREQUISITE: COMPLETION OF ALGEBRA I AND II CP, GEOMETRY CP, PRECALCULUS CP, WITH AT
LEAST AN ‘80’ AVERAGE

This course is intended for advanced mathematics students who have successfully completed four years of college
preparatory mathematics and wish to better their mathematical background in preparation for college Calculus. This
introduction to Calculus will cover algebraic, trigonometric, logarithmic and exponential functions with an intense study
of Differential Calculus. If time permits, Integral Calculus will be introduced. It is recommended that you purchase a
T1-84 plus graphing calculator.
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DIFFERENTIAL CALCULUS HONORS
FIRST SEMESTER
GRADE: 12
1 UNIT
PREREQUISITE: A STUDENT MUST MEET THE GUIDELINES FOR PARTICIPATION IN AN ADVANCED
PLACEMENT COURSE AND MUST HAVE SUCCESSFULLY COMPLETED HONORS PRECALCULUS
A AND B.

This course is intended for students who have a thorough knowledge of college preparatory mathematics, including
Algebra, Geometry, Trigonometry and Analytic Geometry (rectangular and polar coordinates, equations, and graphs,
lines, and conics). The concepts of the derivative will be presented geometrically, numerically, and analytically. The
course will expand on algebraic, trigonometric, exponential and logarithmic functions, and differential calculus. An
advanced study of limits and continuity of functions will be stressed. It is recommended for those students pursuing
degrees in engineering, mathematics and physics. It is recommended that you purchase a T1-84 plus graphing
calculator. If a student withdraws from class after 1st semester, he/she will receive CP credit for the class.

INTEGRAL CALCULUS AP
SECOND SEMESTER
GRADE: 12
1 UNIT
PREREQUISITE: DIFFERENTIAL CALCULUS (H)

Students will further their calculus knowledge by studying integral calculus and its applications, including area of a
region and volume of a solid with known cross sections. Appropriate integrals are used in a variety of applications to
model physical, social, or economic situations. The Calculus AP exam will be given in May to all students enrolled.
Participating colleges grant credit and appropriate placement to students who pass the exam. It is recommended that
you purchase a T1-84 plus graphing calculator. The Statistics CP End of Course exam will be given and will count 20%
of the final grade.

BIOLOGY

THREE UNITS OF LAB SCIENCE ARE REQUIRED FOR A SOUTH CAROLINA HIGH SCHOOL
DIPLOMA AND ENTRANCE INTO A STATE SUPPORTED COLLEGE. ANY STUDENT PLANNING TO
PURSUE A DEGREE IN NURSING MUST HAVE ONE UNIT OF CHEMISTRY.

* A FEE IS ASSESSED FOR EACH SCIENCE COURSE.

*BIOLOGY I
GRADE: 10
1 UNIT LAB SCIENCE
PREREQUISITES: SUCCESSFUL COMPLETION OF PHYSICAL SCIENCE

Description: Biology I is an introductory laboratory based course designed to familiarize the student with the major
concepts of biological science: the cell; molecular basis of heredity; biological evolution; interdependence of organisms;
matter, energy, and organization in living systems; and behavior and regulation. This course provides numerous
opportunities for students to develop science process skills, critical thinking and an appreciation for the nature of
science through inquiry based learning experiences. Investigative, hands-on lab activities that address the high school
standards are an integral part of this course.
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*BIOLOGY I HONORS
GRADE: 10
1 UNIT LAB SCIENCE

PREREQUISITES: SUCCESSFUL COMPLETION OF PHYSICAL SCIENCE HONORS WITH A 93 OR BETTER
AND RECOMMENDATION FROM INSTRUCTOR, ALGEBRA I A AND B.

Description: Biology I is an introductory laboratory based course designed to familiarize the student with the major
concepts of biological science: the cell; molecular basis of heredity; biological evolution; interdependence of organisms;
matter, energy, and organization in living systems; and behavior and regulation. This course provides numerous
opportunities for students to develop science process skills, critical thinking and an appreciation for the nature of
science through inquiry based learning experiences. Investigative, hands-on lab activities that address the high school
standards are an integral part of this course.

*BIOLOGY II CP
GRADES: 11-12
1 UNIT LAB SCIENCE
PREREQUISITES: SUCCESSFUL COMPLETION OF PHYSICAL SCIENCE, BIOLOGY I AND CHEMISTRY I

Description: Biology II is an introductory course designed to familiarize the student with the Animal Kingdom:
bacteria, protists, invertebrates, vertebrates and human anatomy. It is recommended for any student interested in
entering any health care field.

*BIOLOGY II HONORS AND AP
GRADES: 11-12
1 UNIT LAB SCIENCE

PREREQUISITES: 90 OR HIGHER IN BOTH BIOLOGY I AND CHEMISTRY I HONORS, OR 95 IN BIOLOGY I
CP AND/OR CHEMISTRY I CP, RECOMMENDATION FROM INSTRUCTOR.

Description: The Biology Honors and AP course is designed for students with superior academic ability and an interest
in the natural science. Molecular biology, cytology, molecular genetics, relationships of cellular structures, energy
cycles and ecological concepts, and analytical lab skills are the emphasis of this course. The emphasis of AP is to
prepare the student with the necessary background for the AP Biology Exam.

APPLIED CHEMISTRY I
GRADES: 11 - 12
1 UNIT LAB SCIENCE
PREREQUISITES: SUCCESSFUL COMPLETION OF PHYSICAL SCIENCE AND APPLIED BIOLOGY I,
AND/OR ENROLLED IN MATHEMATICS FOR THE TECHNOLOGIES I AND II OR ALGEBRA I A

Description: Applied Chemistry I is designed to be both academically rigorous and realistic for students pursing
technical careers and for students planning to continue their education at the technical or collegiate level. The emphasis
will be on technological aspects of chemistry with laboratory experiences. The focus is on the understanding and
application of chemical skills as they relate to the current industry practice. Applied Chemistry is designed to familiarize
the student with major concepts of chemistry: chemical safety, the atom, stoichiometry, chemical equations, phases of
matter, solutions, acids and bases, nuclear chemistry and formulas. Investigative, hands-on lab activities that address the
high school standards are an integral part of this course.
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*CHEMISTRY I CP
GRADES: 10-12
1 UNIT LAB SCIENCE
PREREQUISITES: SUCCESSFUL COMPLETION OF PHYSICAL SCIENCE CP AND ALGEBRA I A AND B

Description: This course is not considered a repeat of information covered in Physical Science. It will, instead, build on
concepts already established in the minds of students. The purpose of this college preparatory course is to allow students
to discover and work with relationships that are fundamental to chemical reactions and the structure of matter. It will
provide the students with the tools needed to function as chemically literate citizens and to be prepared for the challenge
of the more rigorous chemical principles typical of college or university courses. The lab experience will provide
opportunities to master concepts, use problem-solving skills, equations, stoichiometric calculations, gas laws, atomic
theory, the periodic system, chemical bonding, solutions and solubility, calorimetry and acid-base chemistry.
Investigative, hand-on lab activities that address the high school inquiry standards are an integral part of this course

CHEMISTRY I HONORS
GRADES: 10 – 12 *
1 UNIT LAB SCIENCE
PREREQUISITES: SUCCESSFUL COMPLETION OF PHYSICAL SCIENCE HONORS, WITH A ‘90’ OR
BETTER AND RECOMMENDATION FROM INSTRUCTOR, ALGEBRA I A AND B, AND ALGEBRA II.
CO REQUISITE-BIOLOGY I HONORS

Description: This course is designed for students who want to enter a chemical field in college or an engineering field.
It is an advanced chemistry course that covers all chemical concepts in detail. It moves very rapidly and emphasizes
laboratory techniques that are used in modern chemistry labs. It is also an excellent course for anyone interested in
taking AP Chemistry.

*CHEMISTRY II CP
GRADES: 11 – 12
1 UNIT LAB SCIENCE
PREREQUISITES: SUCCESSFUL COMPLETION OF PHYSICAL SCIENCE, CHEMISTRY I CP OR HONORS,
ALGEBRA II WITH AN 85 OR BETTER AND ENROLLED IN PRECALCULUS.

Description: This course will study Chemistry I topics in more detail. Mathematical concepts are heavily emphasized
as they apply to the laws of thermodynamics, reactions, equilibrium, gas laws and acids.

*CHEMISTRY II HONORS
FIRST SEMESTER
GRADES: 11 – 12
1 UNIT LAB SCIENCE
PREREQUISITES: STUDENTS MUST MEET ALL CRITERIA FOR ENTERING AN AP COURSE AND MEET
THE FOLLOWING GRADE STANDARDS: ENROLLED OR COMPLETED TRIGONOMETRY, 95 IN
CHEMISTRY I OR 90 IN CHEMISTRY I HONORS, SUCCESSFUL COMPLETION OF PHYSICAL SCIENCE
AND AN INSTRUCTOR RECOMMENDATION.

Description: This course shall meet the objectives of a general chemistry course on the college level. The student
should attain a depth of understanding of fundamentals and a competence in dealing with chemical problems that will
enable them to undertake further work in chemistry or related fields with confidence. Topics such as the structure of
matter, kinetic theory of gases, chemical equilibria, and thermodynamics are presented in detail. The course emphasizes
reactions, recording data, and calculations that obtain quantitative data. If a student withdraws from the course at the
end of the 1st semester, he/she will receive CP credit for the class.
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CHEMISTRY II AP
GRADES: 11-12
1 UNIT LAB SCIENCE
This course is a continuation of Chemistry II (H) and is a preparation for the May Advanced Placement Test.

**APPLIED PHYSICS I
GRADE: 12
1 UNIT LAB SCIENCE
PREREQUISITES: SUCCESSFUL COMPLETION OF PHYSICAL SCIENCE, BIOLOGY I AND/OR CHEMISTRY
I ALGEBRA I A AND B OR MATHEMATICS FOR THE TECHNOLOGIES I AND II AND/OR ENROLLED IN
ALGEBRA II

Description: Applied Physics is a physics course for high school seniors as an alternative to the traditional college
preparatory course. This course is designed to prepare students for the demands of a two or four year college degree
program or for the workplace. Applied Physics is designed to familiarize the student with the major concepts of
Physics: forces, motion, electricity, relativity, and thermodynamics. Investigative, hands-on lab activities that address
the high school inquiry standards are an integral part of this course.

*PHYSICS I CP
GRADES: 11-12
1 UNIT LAB SCIENCE
PREREQUISITES: SUCCESSFUL COMPLETION OF PHYSICAL SCIENCE, BIOLOGY I, CHEMISTRY I,
ALGEBRA I OR EQUIVALENT, WITH A B OR BETTER, AND GEOMETRY, OR SUCCESSFUL COMPLETION
OF ALGEBRA I OR EQUIVALENT, GEOMETRY, AND ALGEBRA II.

Description: Physics, the most fundamental of the natural sciences, is quantitative in nature and uses the language of
mathematics to describe natural phenomena. This course is designed to prepare students for the demands of a two or
four year college degree program. The following topics are considered essential in a basic physics curriculum:

Mechanics Electricity and Magnetism Waves Quantum Physics
Nuclear Physics

*PHYSICS I HONORS
GRADES: 11 – 12
1 UNIT LAB SCIENCE
PREREQUISITES: PASSED OR ENROLLED IN TRIGONOMETRY AND PASSED HONORS PHYSICAL
SCIENCE, BIOLOGY I AND CHEMISTRY I WITH A ‘90’ OR BETTER OR PHYSICAL SCIENCE, BIOLOGY I
AND CHEMISTRY I CP WITH A 95 OR BETTER, PLUS AN INSTRUCTOR RECOMMENDATION

Physics I Honors is designed to prepare students for entering AP Physics. It includes the study of mechanics, motion,
vectors and the use of mathematical concepts at a higher level of problem solving, data analysis, and graphical analysis.

**EARTH SCIENCE
GRADES: 11-12
1 UNIT LAB SCIENCE
PREREQUISITES: SUCCESSFUL COMPLETION OF PHYSICAL SCIENCE, OR CHEMISTRY I

Description: Earth science consists of selected topics for the fields of geology, oceanography, meteorology, and
astronomy. Topics are selected from these areas of study to convey to the student both an appreciation for the basic
processes of science and an acquaintance with the current problems and ideas in the earth sciences. By the end of this
course, students should gain a better understanding of the planet on which they live.
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*WILDLIFE BIOLOGY
GRADES: 11-12
1 UNIT LAB SCIENCE
PREREQUISITES: SUCCESSFUL COMPLETION OF PHYSICAL SCIENCE, BIOLOGY I, AND/OR
CHEMISTRY I
INSTRUCTOR RECOMMENDATION IS REQUIRED

Description: This course is designed to introduce the principles of wildlife conservation and management. Particular
emphasis is placed on South Carolina Wildlife.

*ANATOMY
GRADES: 11-12
1 UNIT LAB SCIENCE
PREREQUISITES: SUCCESSFUL COMPLETION OF PHYSICAL SCIENCE, BIOLOGY I, AND CHEMISTRY I

Description: This course is designed to give the student A detailed understanding of the human body. It will cover
major organ systems and describe the structure and function of these systems from the molecular to organ system level.
Note: The laboratory grade is based on laboratory tests and student dissection of a Felis catus. One specimen is
provided for every two students.

ELECTIVE SCIENCES

PRINCIPLES OF ENGINEERING
GRADES: 11-12
1 UNIT
PREREQUISITE: GRADE OF “B”OR BETTER IN PHYSICAL SCIENCE AND ALGEBRA 1 AND 2

Principles of Engineering is a broad-based survey course designed to explore many different fields of engineering and
engineering technology. Topics will include systems analysis, manufacturing processes, biotechnology, and civil and
environmental applications. Students will develop engineering problem solving skills that are needed for post-
secondary education and engineering careers. Emphasis will be place on how engineers address concerns about the
social and political consequences of technological change.
**FORENSIC SCIENCE
GRADES: 11-12
1 UNIT
PREREQUISITES: SUCCESSFUL COMPLETION OF PHYSICAL SCIENCE, AND/OR BIOLOGY AND/OR
CHEMISTRY- INSTRUCTOR RECOMMENDATION IS REQUIRED

Description: In this course, students will learn about science as it pertains to crime investigations, and the legal justice
system. This course will cover a wide range of scientific principles including properties of glass and soil. Chemical and
biological analysis of drugs, poisons, hair, blood and DNA will also be performed. Detection and analysis of
fingerprints, footprints, bombs, arson, firearms, and documents will be covered as well. This course will emphasize
laboratory work, student research, and deductive reasoning. This course does not meet the “lab science”
requirements for college entrance purposes.

*This course meets the laboratory science requirement for college entrance purposes.
** This course will be offered with approval from District Office and Principal and a minimum of 20 students registered

for the course.
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U. S. HISTORY AP
SECOND SEMESTER
GRADES: 10-12
1 UNIT
PREREQUISITE: U. S. HISTORY HONORS

This course is a continuation of U. S. History Honors and is a preparation for the May Advanced Placement Test.

EUROPEAN HISTORY HONORS
FIRST SEMESTER
GRADES: 11-12
1 UNIT
PREREQUISITE: MUST MEET THE GUIDELINES FOR PARTICIPATION IN AN AP COURSE.

This rigorous course will familiarize students with interrelationships of the various intellectual, political, and
socioeconomic themes from the High Renaissance to the present. Students will gain necessary skills and background to
take the AP European Exam for college credit.

EUROPEAN HISTORY AP
GRADES: 11-12
1 UNIT
PREREQUISITE: MUST MEET THE GUIDELINES FOR PARTICIPATION IN AN AP COURSE

This course is a continuation of European History Honors and prepares students for the Advanced Placement test in
May.

GOVERNMENT/ECONOMICS TP
GRADE: 12
1 UNIT

Government/Economics is a required course taught to meet the needs of the average student. This course provides
knowledge of government with emphasis placed on local, state, and national government. Students who complete the
course will have an understanding of political concepts and ideas as well as preparation to be citizens in a participatory
democracy. This course also examines Economics from the aspect of consumer education. It is directed toward an
overview of how the American economy functions, as well as its comparison with other economies. Other practical
issues such as investments, credit, checkbook skills, and vocational choices are included. Students gain a greater
appreciation of the American way of life and develop consumer awareness.

GOVERNMENT/ECONOMICS CP
GRADE: 12
1 UNIT

Government/Economics is a required course taught to meet the needs of the college bound student. This course is an
intense study of the background and structure of the various levels and branches of government in our American
political system. Students who complete this course have an understanding of political concepts and ideas as well as the
skills to apply their knowledge to real life situations. This course also examines Economics from the aspect of consumer
education. It is directed toward an overview of how the American economy functions, as well as its comparison with
other economies. Other practical issues such as investments, credit, checkbook skills, vocational choices, etc are
included. This allows students to attain greater appreciation of the American way of life as well as becoming more aware
as consumers. This course is designed to be covered at an accelerated pace. Note taking and writing skills will be
stressed to prepare students for college.
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PSYCHOLOGY FOR LIVING
GRADES: 10-12
1 UNIT

A social studies elective covering the life cycle of an individual, biological foundations of behavior, consciousness,
learning, memory, motivation, emotions, testing, intelligence, social psychology, psychological disorders and
treatments. The goal of this class is to provide non-college bound students with a basic understanding of human
behavior.

PSYCHOLOGY CP
GRADES: 11-12
1 UNIT

This course is designed to study the fundamental concepts of introductory psychology to include: methods, approaches,
and history of psychology; biological psychology; states of consciousness; learning; cognition; motivation and emotion;
developmental psychology; testing and individual differences; psychological disorders; and treatments of psychological
disorders. The emphasis of this course will be to adequately prepare students for college courses.

PSYCHOLOGY AP
GRADES: 11-12
1 UNIT
PREREQUISITE: MUST MEET GUIDELINES FOR PARTICIPATION IN AP COURSES.

This course is designed to study the fundamentals of psychology to include: methods, approaches, and history of
psychology; biological psychology; states of consciousness; learning, cognition, motivation and emotion; developmental
psychology; personality; testing and individual differences; social psychology; psychological disorders; and treatment of
psychological disorders. The emphasis of this course is to prepare students for the advanced placement examination in
psychology. Students will also have a “shadowing” opportunity.
STREET LAW
GRADES: 10-11
1 UNIT

Street Law is a course that educates young people about law that is of practical use in everyday life. It provides an
understanding of legal rights and responsibilities as well as knowledge of the everyday legal problems.

CRIMINAL JUSTICE CP
GRADE: 12
1 UNIT

This is an introductory course in criminal justice. Students will take an in-depth look at the social and cultural
influences on criminal behavior as well as the law enforcement agencies, courts, corrections, and juvenile justice
systems. Students considering degree programs or careers in criminal justice, law, political science, government, social
and behavioral sciences, journalism and human services will find this course especially useful.

AMERICA AT WAR CP
GRADES: 10-12
1 ELECTIVE UNIT

This course will explore the military history of the United States during the 20th and 21st centuries. Students will study
the evolution of weapons as well as the battles and heroes of WWI, WWII, Korean War, Vietnam War, Cold War and
the war against Terrorism.
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HISTORY OF RELIGION CP
GRADES: 10-12
1 ELECTIVE UNIT
PREREQUISITE: WORLD HISTORY

This course is a survey of the world’s major religions with emphasis on Hinduism, Judaism, Christianity, and Islam.

PRINCIPLES OF SUCCESS IN LIFE AND BUSINESS
GRADES: 10-12
1 ELECTIVE UNIT

Students will be taught goal-setting as well as study the virtues exemplified by successful people to include honesty,
integrity, persistence, self-discipline, positive thinking, and service to others. They will also examine the life stories of
successful businessmen and women.

ACADEMIC TEAM HONORS
GRADES: 10-12
1 ELECTIVE UNIT

This course is based on the specifically defined academic decathlon requirements. Students are selected for this course
and will receive honors credit.

PRINCIPLES OF DEBATE HONORS
GRADES: 10-12
1 ELECTIVE UNIT
An elective course designed to teach the methods of debate and prepare students to participate in competitive debates.
Recommended for and advanced student who is eager to develop his/her higher level thinking and research skills.

BUSINESS TECHNOLOGY

*ONE UNIT IN COMPUTER SCIENCE IS REQUIRED FOR GRADUATION.
*A FEE IS ASSESSED FOR EACH COMPUTER TECHNOLOGY AND BUSINESS COURSE.

INTEGRATED BUSINESS APPLICATIONS 1
(FORMERLY COMPUTER TECHNOLOGY 1)
GRADES: 10-12
1 UNIT
PREREQUISITE: KEYBOARDING (A SPEED OF AT LEAST 35 WPM IS RECOMMENDED)

This course of study is designed to teach the student computer concepts as related to processing data into useful
information needed in business situations by using database, spreadsheet, word processing, and presentation software.
The emphasis is on speed, accuracy, and production using proper keyboarding techniques.

INTEGRATED BUSINESS APPLICATIONS 2
(FORMERLY COMPUTER TECHNOLOGY 2)
GRADES: 10-12
1 UNIT
PREREQUISITES: SUCCESSFUL COMPLETION OF COMPUTER TECHNOLOGY 1 OR INTEGRATED
BUSINESS APPLICATIONS 1**

This course of study is designed to teach the student advanced concepts as related to processing data into useful
information needed in business situations by using advanced database, spreadsheet, word processing, and presentation
software capabilities. The emphasis is on speed, accuracy, and production using proper keyboarding techniques.
(MEETS REQUIREMENT FOR CATE UNIT)
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WEB PAGE DESIGN AND DEVELOPMENT
GRADES: 10-12
1 UNIT
PREREQUISITE (S): Keyboarding (or documented equivalent skills) and Integrated Business Applications I.

This course is designed to provide the student with the knowledge and skills needed to design Web pages. Students will
develop skills in designing, implementing, and maintaining a Web site using authoring tools.
** Integrated Business Applications I-new name for Computer Tech I

MARKETING
GRADES: 10-12
1 UNIT

This course introduces marketing concepts, examines economic and marketing and business fundamentals and provides
an overview of the marketing functions of selling, promotion, and distribution. Human resource fundamentals are
included.

ACCOUNTING 1
GRADES: 10-12
1 UNIT

This course is designed to help the student develop the skills necessary for the highly technical interaction between
accounting and business, to develop an understanding of the steps of the accounting cycle as applied to several different
kinds of business operations, and to develop an understanding of accounting concepts, principles, and practices. Use of
the computer in simulated activities gives the student an opportunity to see the advantages of technology in accounting
procedures. (MEETS REQUIREMENT FOR CATE UNIT)
ACCOUNTING 2
GRADES:10-12
1 UNIT
PREREQUISITE: ACCOUNTING 1

This course expands the student’s understanding of accounting subsystems and develops an understanding of various
methods of internal control procedures. The student develops competence in using subsidiary ledgers, in preparing
financial statements, and in performing end-of-period procedures. The student will demonstrate the use of accounting
principles through the use of computer software and simulated activities. (MEETS REQUIREMENT FOR CATE
UNIT)

FAMILY AND CONSUMER SCIENCES

FOODS AND NUTRITION
GRADES: 10-12
1 ELECTIVE UNIT

Areas studied in this course include meal planning and basic recipe preparation; the use and care of kitchen equipment
and appliances, and kitchen safety. Students will also receive instruction on writing invitations, menu planning, food
service, table etiquette and polite conversation. (MEETS REQUIREMENT FOR CATE UNIT)
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PARENTHOOD EDUCATION
GRADES: 11-12
1 ELECTIVE UNIT

This course is designed to help students understand children. The content of this course includes, but is not limited to:
the baby’s arrival, financial considerations, physical care and development, problem situatins and careers relating to
child care. Students taking this course will be responsible for the care of a mechanical baby for a specified period of
time. (MEETS REQUIREMENT FOR CATE UNIT)

FASHION AND MORE
GRADES: 10-12
1 ELECTIVE UNIT

The contents of this course will include grooming, wardrobe planning, elements of design, principals of design,
consumer purchasing practices, clothing recycling and repair and careers related to the fashion industry. Students
enrolled in this class will be responsible for producing a fashion show.

VISUAL AND PERFORMING ARTS

ONLY FOUR UNITS IN FINE ARTS (BAND, CHORUS, DRAMA, AND ART) MAY BE APPLIED TOWARD
THE TOTAL UNITS REQUIRED FOR GRADUATION. HOWEVER, ANY ADDITIONAL CREDIT WILL BE
MADE A PART OF THE CUMULATIVE RECORD AND WILL BE A PART OF ANY TRANSCRIPT SENT
FROM THE SCHOOL.

AP MUSIC THEORY
GRADES: 11-12
1 UNIT
PREREQUISITE: CURRENTLY ENROLLED IN HONORS WIND ENSEMBLE, HONORS CHORUS, OR
HONORS ORCHESTRA AND TEACHER RECOMMENDATION.

AP Music Theory is designed for rising junior and senior students desiring to learn college level music analysis,
composition, and ear training with the intent of taking the placement test in the spring to receive college credit. Students
are expected to learn and prepare music at an accelerated rate. It is aimed at potential music majors to receive college
freshman music theory class and for non-music majors to serve as a college fine arts elective upon passing the AP
Theory Test.

ART

*A FEE IS ASSESSED FOR EACH ART COURSE.

ART I CP
GRADES: 10-12
1 UNIT

Art I is an elective for any student who is interested in drawing and painting. Students will study art vocabulary and
techniques and create original works of art. Students will experiment with a variety of media.

ART II CP
GRADES: 10-12
1 UNIT
PREREQUISITE: ART I CP WITH AN AVERAGE OF AT LEAST ‘85’ AND TEACHER RECOMMENDATION

Art II is for students who have a serious interest in art, have successfully completed Art I and have been recommended
by the teacher. Art II concentrates on the development of skills while creativity and experimentation are encouraged.
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ART III HONORS
GRADES: 11-12
1 UNIT
PREREQUISITE: ART I CP and ART II CP WITH AN AVERAGE OF ‘90’ OR BETTER

Art III is a third year course for art students who have achieved excellence in Art I and Art II and are recommended by
the art teacher. Individualized approaches to problem solving are stressed and students will be devoted to building on
their background and knowledge of design elements and principles.

ART IV HONORS
GRADES: 11-12
1 UNIT
PREREQUISITE: ART I CP, ART II CP, ART III H

Art IV is an advanced class for students who are dedicated and hard working and has been recommended by the teacher.
Students in this honors course are required to research artists and styles of art and incorporate some aspect of what they

research in a series of art works that they create. Art IV Honors must be taken 1st semester as a prerequisite for
Advanced Placement Art if the student desires to take AP Art. Art IV Honors may be taken alone either semester if the
student does not desire AP Art credit.
ART V HONORS
GRADES: 11-12
1 UNIT
PREREQUISTES: ART I CP, Art II CP, Art III H, Art IV H

Art V Honors is a highly specialized class for talented art students who are self-motivated and recommended by the
teacher. Students work on problem solving and advanced techniques and improving art skills. Art V Honors must be
taken 1st semester as a prerequisite for AP ART if the student desires to take AP ART and submit a second year
portfolio to the college board.

ART AP
GRADES: 11-12
1 UNIT
PREREQUISTES: ART I CP, ART II CP, ART IV HONORS or ART V HONORS

Advanced placement Art students MUST have the recommendation of the art teacher and complete summer
assignments. AP Art is a second semester course for students who want to try to receive college credit for Art from the
College Board. These students must submit a portfolio of highly creative, original works and write a commentary about
their works.
-May be taken second semester in both junior and senior years for students desiring to submit both a general portfolio
and a drawing portfolio.

BAND

PERCUSSION CP
GRADES: 10-12
1 UNIT

This course is for all marching percussionists first semester.
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WIND ENSEMBLE CP
GRADES: 10-12
1 UNIT

This class will be for advanced instrumentalists/percussionist in the Boiling Springs Band program. This is a performing
group with everyone required to perform in concerts for the public. Band not only helps the student become a better
musician but also builds self-discipline and self esteem. The band director will select the membership through audition.
(Limited to the top 60 students) This is a year long 45 minute embedded course. Sophomores should pair this class
with Biology 1 or Biology 1 Honors embedded. Juniors should pair with US History embedded and Senior with
Eco/Gov embedded.

WIND ENSEMBLE HONORS
GRADES: 10-12
1 UNIT
PREREQUISITE: TEACHER RECOMMENDATION

This class is for exceptionally talented wind students in the BSHS band. Public and school concerts are required.
Members are selected through audition by the band director. Sophomores should pair this class with Biology 1 or
Biology 1 Honors embedded. Juniors should pair with US History embedded and Senior with Eco/Gov embedded.
Student must audition for Region Honors Band and participate in Solo and Ensemble in order to receive honors credit.

JAZZ ENSEMBLE HONORS
GRADES: 10-12
1 UNIT

This class is for exceptionally talented band students who are interested in playing styles from the Jazz idiom. Students
will also learn and perform basic levels of jazz improvisation. Students are selected based on instrumentation and
director recommendation. Instruments include: Saxophone, Trumpet, Trombone, Piano, Bass, Jazz Guitar (read music
and tab), Drum set and Auxiliary Percussion. Students will be required to audition for the All-State Jazz Ensemble or
Region Band held in January and Solo & Ensemble Festival to receive honors credit. Students will also perform with the
Wind Ensemble. This will be a second semester course.

MUSIC MENTORS
GRADE: 12
I UNIT

This course is designed for exceptional brass, woodwind or percussion students that have an interest in majoring in band
directing/music education. The class runs simultaneously with the 9th grade band classes. Students will learn many
basics of band directing including: rehearsal techniques, conducting, tuning, instruction, marching techniques and
planning. Students must be an active member of marching and concert band. This class is limited by director selection
and is offered first block only. Students must provide own transportation from 9th grade campus back to BSHS. This
class is offered both semesters.

CHORUS

MIXED CHOIR CP
GRADES: 9-12
1 UNIT
PREREQUISITE: AUDITION WITH CHORAL DIRECTOR

This performing class is for soprano, alto, tenor, and bass voices. They will perform separately as well as with the entire
choral department. Prior experience with choral singing is important for this class.
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CONCERT CHOIR CP
GRADES: 10-12
1 UNIT
PREREQUISITE: AUDITION WITH CHORAL DIRECTOR

Concert Choir is the advanced chorus for those students who are seriously interested in vocal performance and who
possess a high degree of self-motivation and self-discipline. Emphasis will be placed upon improving skills in vocal
technique, sight singing, music theory, and rehearsal etiquette. Students are encouraged to audition for All-State Chorus
and Honor Choir.

CONCERT CHOIR HONORS
GRADES: 10-12
1 UNIT
PREREQUISITE: AUDITION WITH CHORAL DIRECTOR

Concert Choir is the advanced chorus for those students who are seriously interested in vocal performance and who
possess a high degree of self-motivation and self-discipline. Emphasis will be placed upon improving skills in vocal
technique, sight singing, music theory, and rehearsal etiquette. Students are encouraged to audition for All-State Chorus
and Honor Choir. Honors credit can only be obtained during and after the third unit of high school choir credit.
Additional resources, materials, activities, and projects will be required.

DRAMA

STUDENTS WHO ENROLL IN A DRAMA COURSE MUST COMMIT TO THE FOLLOWING
REQUIREMENTS FOR THESE COURSES:

DRAMA CP
GRADES: 10-12
1 ELECTIVE UNIT

This course will be offered 1st semester. This course serves as an introduction to the fundamentals of legitimate theater
and its components. Your study in Drama will bring several benefits. You will come to know more about yourself, your
strengths and weaknesses, your talents, and your effect on those around you, and you will learn to understand others
better. You will become a student of human nature in order to present a truthful and realistic performance.

DRAMA PLAY PRODUCTION I, OR II, OR III HONORS
GRADES: 10-12
1 ELECTIVE UNIT
PREREQUISITE: AUDITION WITH THE THEATER DIRECTOR

This course is offered 3rd block first semester. Exceptional drama students are targeted for this class. This class will
present a full-scale play during first semester. Students will fill the stage roles and crew roles, which will be decided by
the Director. Students must be willing to fund raise to underwrite production costs. Students must be available to
rehearse after school and on weekends.
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MUSICAL THEATER PRODUCTION I, OR II, OR III HONORS
GRADES: 10-12
1 ELECTIVE UNIT
PREREQUISITE: AUDITION WITH THE THEATER DIRECTOR

This course is offered 2nd block and 3rd blocks second semester. Exceptional drama students are targeted for this class.
This class will present a full-scale musical play during second semester. Students will fill the stage roles and crew roles,
which will be decided by the Director. Students must be willing to fund raise, to underwrite production costs, and
students must be available to rehearse after school and on weekends.

ORCHESTRA

*$75.00 FOR USE SCHOOL OWNED BASS/CELLO ONLY.

CONCERT ORCHESTRA I, II, III, IV
GRADES: 9-12
1 UNIT
PREREQUISITE: PARTICIPATION IN PREVIOUS YEAR'S PROGRAM OR AUDITION

This course is designed for students who have participated in orchestra in junior high or the previous year in 9th grade/
high school. Students continue a sequential development of skills necessary to become proficient on a musical
instrument. Students will perform music commensurate with grade level (grades III - V). Students will learn orchestral
repertoire and will develop an understanding of the concepts of music and the cultural heritage of the music studied.
Emphasis will be placed on the development of good tone, accurate pitch, rhythm, growth in music reading, and an
understanding of a wide variety of music. All students are required to perform in all concerts and public performances.

CHAMBER ORCHESTRA, I, II, III
GRADES: 10-12
1 UNIT
PREREQUISITE: AUDITION WITH DIRECTOR

This course is designed for advanced students who have passed an audition and have demonstrated advanced technical
skills. The course is organized so that students will learn music at the advanced high school level (IV - VI). Students
will develop an understanding of the concepts of music and the cultural heritage of the music studied as well as music
theory skills. All students are required to perform in all concerts and public performances. Auditions for Region/All-
state, youth orchestras and participation in Solo & Ensemble Festival will be encouraged.

HONORS CHAMBER ORCHESTRA, I, II, III
GRADES: 11-12
1 UNIT
PREREQUISITE: PARTICIPATION IN CHAMBER ORCHESTRA

This course is designed to challenge the advanced musician to attain a higher level of performing skills and a broader
understanding of variety of literature, composers and style periods. Along with Chamber Orchestra requirements the
student will be required to research, write papers, critique performances, and perform advanced literature. All students
are required to perform in all concerts and public performances. Auditions for Region / All-state, youth orchestras and
participation in Solo & Ensemble Festival will be required.
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STRING METHODS
GRADES: 11-12
1 UNIT
PREREQUISITE: PARTICIPATION IN PERFORMING ENSEMBLE

This course is designed to provide an overview or each instrument in the string orchestra. Students will spend time
learning to play and read the appropriate music on each instrument. Students will learn the basic hand positions and note
reading for beginner level playing. This is a non-performance class (no concert) but students will be required to
demonstrate their mastery of techniques learned during the semester. This class is suitable for students considering a
career in music education and for non-string instrumentalists interested in learning a stringed instrument. Basic music
reading skills are beneficial but not required.

PHYSICAL EDUCATION AND HEALTH

ONE UNIT OF PHYSICAL EDUCATION OR NJROTC IS REQUIRED FOR GRADUATION. ANY
PHYSICAL EDUCATION COURSES TAKEN BEYOND THE REQUIRED UNIT WILL COUNT AS AN
ELECTIVE UNIT.

PHYSICAL EDUCATION/HEALTH
GRADES: 10-12
1 UNIT

The purpose of physical education is to help the student better understand the importance of a healthy body and to
expose the student to the many activities offered in physical education. A variety of activities are offered. The course
involves a component of personal fitness and a component of Comprehensive Health Education. THIS PE UNIT OR
ONE UNIT OF NJROTC IS REQUIRED FOR GRADUATION.

PHYSICAL EDUCATION ELECTIVES

PHYSICAL EDUCATION II
GRADES: 10-12
1 UNIT
PREREQUISITE: PE/HEALTH I

The purpose of this course is to expose students to a variety of life sports. Sports taught include volleyball, softball,
tennis, badminton, bowling, ping-pong, golf, fitness walking, and other enjoyable activities which promote healthy
living. IT CANNOT BE USED AS THE ONE REQUIRED FOR PE CREDIT FOR GRADUATION.

PHYSICAL EDUCATION III
STRENGTH TRAINING AND CONDITIONING
GRADES: 10-12
1 UNIT

This course will be offered to any student with an interest in developing an overall knowledge of weight training as well
as cardiovascular conditioning principles in regards to a total body fitness program. This course will provide the student
a chance individually to improve his/her level of physical fitness as well as teaching the carry over values of fitness for
life. This course can be used as an elective unit for one PE credit. IT CANNOT BE USED AS THE ONE
REQUIRED PE CREDIT FOR GRADUATION. A student is allowed to earn up to two PE credits toward
graduation. If a student has already earned two PE credits, this course may be taken without credit.
